His 2020 project, “Warriors,” was a milestone in the use of deepfake technology in a mainstream
art space. Beyond the technical infrastructure and machine learning models he uses to make

his work, his interests in synthetic media transcend disciplinary boundaries: ethics and best
practices for dealing with and detecting fake media, artistic exploration of deceptive, altered, and
parafictional media, and emerging opportunities in filmmaking, algorithmic film, and narrative.
His work, both solo and group, has been exhibited at renowned galleries such as the International
Center of Photography in New York, Kunstraum Kreuzberg in Berlin, FACT Liverpool, Ars Electronica
and the Toronto International Film Festival. At the same time, he has received numerous awards
and prizes, such as those from Creative Capital, Ars Electronica, HeK Basel and Surveillance
Studies Network.
