Civil Liability Insurance

This institution's main concern is to guarantee the safety of the trainees and other
collaborating agents involved in the internship process at the company. Among the
measures dedicated to achieve this is the response to any incident that may occur
during the entire teaching-learning process.

To this end, this educational entity undertakes to take out civil liability insurance to cover
any eventuality that may arise during the stay at the internship center.

This liability policy for interns will have broad coverage and will be taken out prior to the
start of the practical training period. In this way, the professional will not have to worry
in case he/she has to face an unexpected situation and will be covered until the end of
the practical program at the center.



General Conditions for Practical Training

The general terms and conditions of the internship agreement for the program are as follows:
