Among Dr. Sokol’s contributions, he and his team have opened a new line of advances on the
bacterium Faecalibacterium prausnitzii. In turn, these studies have led to crucial discoveries about

its anti-inflammatory effects, opening the door to revolutionary treatments.

In addition, the expert is distinguished by his commitment to the dissemination of knowledge,
whether by teaching academic programs at the Sorbonne University or by publishing works such
as the comic book The Extraordinary Powers of the Belly.
