The Chinese language, the highest expression of Chinese culture, based on symbols, is more 
than 5,000 years old and gives rise to more than 55 languages and 2,000 dialects as a result of its 
geographical, phonetic and dialectical variants. Mandarin Chinese is the official language of the 
People's Republic of China and is also spoken in countries such as Cambodia, Burma, Indonesia, 
Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Taiwan.

Mandarin Chinese is an original Beijing dialect which, according to official statistics, is the most 
widely spoken language in the world with more than 1.3 billion speakers. It is one of the six official 
languages of the United Nations (UN) along with Arabic, English, French, Russian, Spanish and 
French.
