 � Communicate with reasonable accuracy in everyday situations; generally have good 
grammatical control, although with an obvious influence of the native language 

 � Use with reasonable accuracy a repertoire of commonly used “formulas ” and 
structures associated with predictable situations 

 � Have a clearly intelligible pronunciation, even if their foreign accent is sometimes 
evident and sporadic mispronunciations are made.
