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Introduction

Heart diseases may be more prevalent in large animals such as ruminants, swine and
equidae, although this depends on the type of pathology. Proper clinical examination
provides the basis for determining subsequent clinical management, mainly in livestock
animals where treatment options are limited if the animals are to move into the food
chain and because of the cost that may be involved.

This program addresses one of the most important phases in a complete
cardiovascular examination, the general and specific clinical examination in animals
presenting with heart disease. This will allow us to recognize the clinical relevance of
the pathology and, therefore, whether or not to perform other complementary tests or
even to establish emergency treatment.

Advanced knowledge of cardiology is indispensable
for large animal veterinarians: ruminants (cattle, sheep, goats), camelids (alpacas,
camels and llamas), swine (pigs, wild boars) and equidae (donkeys and mules).

Cardiology in ruminants and swine has been limited for a long time due to the limited
literature and diagnostic limitations, especially in advanced therapeutic procedures.

Regarding Equidae, a high number of horses are used for sporting purposes and
cardiac pathologies limit their capacity and even force the animal to withdraw from
competition. This is more evident the more demanding the equine is in terms of sport
and cardiovascular effort. The management of food species differs, but it also affects
their production capacity.

In recent years, there has been a boom in the development of novel diagnostic and
therapeutic techniques, such as intracardiac electrocardiograms, electrophysiological
mapping in arrhythmias, pacemaker implantation and other intracardiac devices that
can be implemented in larger species. These advances, which are necessary for an
adequate clinical approach, are not available in books.
